With much care and caution, we will be re-gathering for worship once again in our sanctuary starting
on Sunday, June 07.

Do also know that until we are able to transition into the second phase of safely re-gathering, there will
be no refreshments served either before or after worship, nor any childcare provided.

With the utmost concern for keeping any and all airborne germs in the confined space of our sanctuary
to a minimum, the liturgy will be both simplified and spoken, musical selections will be provided by
either soloists or no more than a quartet, and everyone will be encouraged to wear a mask. Disposable
masks will be provided for any who need one.

With an equal concern for everyone’s well-being, open pews will be staggered, households will be
asked to sit apart from other households, and safe-distancing will be practiced by all. (This means we
still need to refrain from enjoying hugs and handshakes from one another for still a while longer.)

Please also know that the offering plates will not be passed through the pews. You will be encouraged
to drop your offering into a couple stationary plates as you come forward to receive Holy Communion.

And again, until we are able to enter into the second phase of re-gathering, Holy Communion will be
offered through Host alone.

Hand sanitizer will also be available at both entrances to the sanctuary, as well as near the First Floor
entrance near the Memorial Hall.

God’s grace and currently-improved health conditions in San Antonio are enabling us to take these
small steps toward a renewed normalcy. We ask everyone to offer a greater spirit of grace toward one
another as we caringly consider not only ourselves, but the well-being of all others.

May God provide us and our community both blessing and renewal in the weeks ahead.
